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Curriculum 

In mathematics we are implementing the new syllabus which illustrates the important role of working 

mathematically by communicating, understanding, reasoning and problem solving. Students have been 

working with tens frames, MAB, representing whole numbers, combining, and separating quantities and 

forming groups. Students are encouraged to vocalise their understanding and reasoning which has led to 

some interesting class discussions. 

 

In English this year we are continuing with the new syllabus which is structured and sequenced to highlight the 

connections across oral language, reading fluency, comprehension, and writing. Literacy learning in our classrooms will 

involve the following each week: 

• speaking and listening activities, such as phonemic awareness activities and news, 

• reading and viewing activities, such as guided reading groups and exploring quality texts written by authors, and 

• writing and representing activities, which involves composing texts and handwriting lessons. 

 

History: In 2024 Ms Alison Griffith will teach all Stage 1 students for History. The unit is called ‘The Past in the Present’. 

Students learning to recognise and appreciate the history of Albury. We will also look at the effects of changing technology 

on people’s lives. 

 

Library: Children will have a weekly library lesson with Ms Griffith. 2MT will go to the library on Wednesday. In this time, 

the children will have the opportunity to borrow from the school library. It would be appreciated if they could use a labelled 

library bag as this helps promote the care of books. 

 

Premier’s Reading Challenge: (PRC): 

Children are encouraged to participate in the NSW Premier’s Reading Challenge (PRC). It is designed to foster a love of 

reading. It is not a competition, rather, a challenge which lets children experience a range of quality literature. Ms Griffith is 

the co-ordinator of the Challenge at A.P.S. Details of the Challenge can be found on the Challenge website. Just search 

2023 NSW Premier’s Reading Challenge for more information. https://online.det.nsw.edu.au/prc/home.html  

Books that are read at home and school will count towards the Challenge. A total of 30 titles from the set reading list will 

need to be read with the details entered onto PRC website under the child’s name. Details on how child log on will be sent 

home at a later stage. 

 

Music learning in the early years promotes students’ listening and expressive skills, linking with skills required in the 

development of literacy. Study of music also strongly supports the development of mathematical thinking. This term, Stage 

one will consolidate formal music reading and pitching skills developed in our year 1 focus on recorder skill, developing on 

vocal skills and incorporate experience in playing a range of instruments including glockenspiel, djembe and recorder in 

mixed ensemble. 2MT will attend music each Tuesday.  

 

In PDHPE (Personal Development Health and Physical Education) lessons, students will participate in 

activities to identify and apply strengths and strategies to manage life changes and transitions and 

promote healthy and active lifestyles. They will also explore movement skills, dynamic and stationary, to 

create movement sequences. During PE lessons, we will practice and refine our fundamental 

movement skills, such as running, catching, overarm throwing and kicking, through explicit teaching of 

each skill and using them to play games.
